Beach/Summer themed Home Learning
As the summer holidays are nearly here, this week’s home learning challenges are all linked to the beach/summer!

Ice cream Maths:
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Out of coloured paper make cones and ice cream scoops with numbers on them. The children then have to put the numbers in the correct order to build an ice cream.

If you have small bowls or little ice cream tubs, pompoms/cotton wool balls & an ice cream scoop write numbers on the tubs and the children have to use the ice cream scoop to put the correct number of scoops of ice cream into the bowl/tub. 
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If you have a variety of coloured pompoms you could create your own ice cream shop. Discussing what flavour each colour could be for example green pompoms could be mint flavour, red could be strawberry etc. Discuss how much a scoop of ice cream will cost- the children could help you make signs to put up in the shop. Once the shop is ready- flavours and prices have been decided, take it in turns to be the customer and shopkeeper. 

Ice lollies:

Have a go at making ice lollies together from the children’s favourite juice. Perhaps even try some new juice flavours. When putting the lollies in the freezer ask them whether it is hot or cold in the freezer and what they think will happen to the juice. The next day take the lollies out and discuss what has happened. Perhaps if you have a spare lolly leave it out to melt and then talk about what has happened.
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Sandcastle experiment:

Create a little experiment for the children to investigate which sand makes the best castle. Have three different types of sand: completely dry sand, sand with a little bit of water and sand with lots and lots of water. Get the children to try and make a castle with each of these types of sand and discuss what happens. Ask them to tell you which sand makes the best castle. 

Beach Trip
If possible take a trip to the beach. Whilst at the beach spend some time talking about what they can see, what they can hear- listening carefully for all the different noises and what they can smell.

Perhaps the children could use a spade/stick to practise writing their name or do some large scale mark making.

Also get the children to collect some shells. When you get home you can use the shells you collected on the beach in a range of activities.
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Shell symmetry: 
Draw a line across a piece of paper/outside on the floor with chalk and get the children to make a symmetrical pattern of shells by placing the right shell either side of the line. 
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Shell sorting:

You could sort the shells by size getting the children to find all the small, medium sized and large shells. You could also sort the shells by colour/pattern etc.
Letters & Numbers:

Children could also practise making the shape of numbers/letters out of the shells.
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Shell Art:

Children could paint the shells they found. When they are painting the shells talk to them about the texture of the shell and how its bumpy/wavy and how it feels different to painting paper which is smooth.
Sand Play dough:
1 cup Flour
1 cup Sand
¼ cup Salt
1 Tbsp. Cream of Tartar
1 Tbsp. Vegetable Oil
¾ cup Warm Water

1. In a large bowl, mix the flour, sand, salt, and cream of tartar.
2. . Add the oil and water and mix well.
3. Knead the dough for 1-2 minutes until it is all smooth.
The children could press the shells into the play dough to see its imprint in the dough.
