Home Learning The 3  Little Pigs
Phonics:

All the activities for this fortnight are linked to the story of The 3 Little Pigs, please find a copy of this story attached to the blog.

Read the story together- re-reading it several times during the fortnight will allow your child to gain a deeper understanding and knowledge of the story.

Perhaps each time you read the story together choose a different one of the following to do:

1.) Ask your child some basic recall questions such as what did the 3 little pigs do? What did they use to build their houses? etc. 

2.) Talk about the wolf- what was he like and think of some words to describe him. For example, nasty, mean, unkind etc.

3.) Talk about how the wolf was the “baddie” in the story. Try and think about other “baddies” they may know from reading other books for example, the evil pea was a baddie in the Supertato book. Look through their favourite books to see if they can spot the “baddie” in each one. 

4.) Think about how the little pigs might have been feeling at different points in the story. Come up with some words to describe their emotions. For example, when the wolf was trying to get the 3 little pigs they could have felt scared, worried, nervous etc. After the wolf had blown down his house the pig could have felt angry, upset, disappointed etc. The children love the words happy and sad try and extend their vocabulary to include other emotion words. 
Construction Activities:
Have a go at building houses. Use a variety of materials- the children could have a go at using their favourite blocks, collect some sticks from the garden or even some recyclable materials such as cereal boxes/plastic tubs. 

Talk to them about making sure their house has all the correct features such as a door/windows etc. Once they’ve finished making it ask them questions about their house to encourage them to explain their creation.

Learn more about pigs:

This is a link for a farm which has a live pig cam. Watch the pigs and talk about what you can see and what you can learn about the pigs. Perhaps have a look at it at different times during the day to see what they are doing- you might be able to catch them sleeping, eating, running around etc.
